
Highlights

This issue of the Natural Gas Monthly (NGM) con-
tains estimates of natural gasdata throughMay2003
for many data series at the national level. Na-
tional-level natural gas prices are available through
April 2003 (electric utilities), or May (residential,
commercial, industrial, and wellhead). State-level
data generally are available through May 2003, al-
though underground storage data are available
through June 2003.

Recent analyses of the natural gas industry are avail-
able on the EIA web site, www.eia.doe.gov, under
“FeaturedTopics” to the right side of thehomepage.
The first two reports listed below are updated regu-
larly. These reports are:

Weekly Natural Gas Storage Report — a weekly report
containing estimates of natural gas in underground
storage for the United States and three regions of the
UnitedStates released eachThursdayat 10:30 a.m. at
the EIA Web site, except for certain weeks with Fed-
eral holidays. The report, first released on May 9,
2002, contains estimates of storage for the current

and prior week and comparisons to previous pe-
riods. Links are provided to papers describing
survey Form EIA-912, “Weekly Underground
Natural Gas Survey,” and the estimation meth-
odology.

Natural Gas Weekly Update — a current analysis of
the industry each week, including information
on natural gas spot and futures prices and stor-
age activities. This page alsoprovides links tonu-
merousotherEIAsitesdealingwithnatural gas.

Short-Term Energy Outlook — projections of en-
ergy consumption, supply, and price by type of
fuel, including natural gas, for the next 18
months.
